In human relationships, jealousy
is the fear of being replaced. So we picture insecure and controlling people who
smother others. We refer to jealousy as the gresmed monster. However, jealousy
is sometimes the precisely correct emotion. Imagine the husband who comes home
unexpectedly to discover his wife in the arms of another man. What if he simply
spoke to his wife and the other man and went on as if nothing had happened?
Would you not doubt his love for his wife and question the value he placed on his
own marriage? In that situation a person is supposed to be jealous!

To say that God is jealous is to say that He places great value on the relationship He
has with us and is determined to protect that relationship and His own honor. In

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How to Conduct a Cottage Prayer Meeting

Provide a spacious and luxurious home; this is a prayer meeting, not a Parade of
Homes.

Prepare a lot of food; fasting would be more appropriate than feasting. Coffee and
few cookies are OK, but not necessary.

Present a Bible study; we are there to talk to God, not listen to a study.

Cottage Prayer Meetings may be heldanytime between January 21 and February 6
(inclusive). That is, you can host the prayer meeting on any night at any time, ex-
cept when church is meeting.

You can sign up in the foyer to host a Cottage Prayer Meeting. That way, we can
help people publicize your prayer meeting. This year, we are providing a list of spe-
cific purposes to choose from ( though sometimes, you can choose within a category
to pray for such and such neighborhood or to pray for fellow employees at the Tal-
lassee Widget Company).

You can enlist people from your neighborhood, your Sunday School class, your Ti-
tus 2 Group, the Youth Group, etc. Feel free to be creative.

Once everyone arrives, read (or have someone read) a brief passage of Scripture.
Explain that the purpose of this prayer meeting is to pray for the spiritual well-
being of your neighborhood (or the people you are trying to reach at work, or what-
ever), and that this is not a meeting to pray for the sick.

Take prayer requests that are on point for the prayer meeting. Explain when you
begin taking requests, that you are seeking requests that are related to the purpose
of the prayer meeting.

Donét allow the prayer request time to
an egg timer and end requests when the bell rings. Otherwise the prayer meeting
may end up being all requests and no prayer.

Tell people they can pray more than once. If they forget something, they can pray
again.
