1. God’s Government Causes Us to Exalt Him

“I will exalt you, my God the King”   vs.1  (NIV)

1.1 The Glory of the Kingdom


“They shall speak of the glory of Your kingdom…”  vs. 11

1.2 The Power of the King

“They shall… talk of Your power”  vs. 11

NLT:  “they will celebrate examples of your power”

“So that all men may know of your mighty acts and the glorious splendor of your kingdom”   vs. 12

1.4 The Duration of the Kingdom

“Your kingdom is an everlasting kingdom, And Your dominion endures throughout all generations.”

Vs. 13

2. God’s Greatness Causes Us to Celebrate

“Great is the Lord and highly to be praised; and His greatness is [so vast and deep as to be] unsearchable.”  Vs. 3 (Amplified)

“Praised” related to  hallelujah

2.1 To Relay it through the Generations

“One generation shall praise Your works to another, And shall declare Your mighty acts.”  Vs 4

2.2 To Replay it Within

“Thy wondrous works, will I rehearse.”  Vs. 5 (Jewish Pub. Socieity)

NIV: “I will meditate on your wonderful works”

2.3 To Re-tell it Exactly

“Men shall speak of the might of Your awesome acts, and I will declare Your greatness.”  Vs. 6

Declare = “to count exactly or accurately”

3. God’s Goodness Causes Us to Overflow

“They shall abundantly utter the memory of thy great goodness, and shall sing of thy righteousness.”  

Vs. 7 (KJV)

NAS 95:   “They shall eagerly utter the memory of Your abundant goodness And will shout joyfully of Your righteousness.”

Amplified: “They shall pour forth [like a fountain] the fame of Your great and abundant goodness and shall sing aloud of Your rightness and justice.”  

4. God’s Grace Causes Us to Acknowledge Him

“The LORD is gracious and merciful; Slow to anger and great in lovingkindness.  The LORD is good to all, And His mercies are over all His works.  All Your works shall give thanks to You, O LORD, And Your godly ones shall bless You.”   Vs. 8-10

Two Word Pictures in verse 10:
Give Thanks = Bended Knee

Bless = Open Hands
