 Signs of Continuing Revival
1.  Awe

“Then fear came upon every soul”   Vs. 43




“Everyone kept feeling a sense of awe”   (NASB)

2.  God’s Power
“Many wonders and signs were done through the apostles”   Vs. 43

“And many miracles that excited amazement and attesting miracles were performed by the apostles”   (Wuest)

3.  Joy

“They ate their food with gladness. . . “   Vs. 46




Gladness=extreme joy

4.  People being saved and added to the church


“And the Lord added to the church daily those who were being saved”
Vs. 47 


A. God did the saving


B.  People were regularly being saved


C. When God saved them He put them into the church

“They continued steadfastly” - 


This word implies both perseverance in commitment and a strong degree of commitment


“They steadfastly persevered, devoting themselves constantly to. . . “   (Amplified)


“And they were continually devoting themselves to. . . “   (NASB)

They Continued in:
1.  The Word

“And they continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine”   Vs. 42

2.  Christian Fellowship
“And they continued steadfastly in the apostles’ doctrine and in fellowship, in the breaking of bread. . . ”    Vs. 42


“Now all who believed were together. . . “   Vs. 44
Compare 2:1

“So continuing daily with one accord in the temple, and breaking bread from house to house. . .”     Vs. 46


A.  Regular Fellowship
 “Continuing daily”   Vs. 46


B.  Unified Fellowship
“With one accord”   Vs. 46






“With united purpose”   (Amplified)

C.  Both Formal and Informal Fellowship
“In the temple”   “From house to house”
3.  Prayer Meetings

“And they continued steadfastly in. . . prayers”   Vs. 42


“. . . And to gatherings where prayers to God were offered”   (Wuest)

4.  Selflessness
“Now all who believed were together, and had all things in common, and sold their possessions and goods and divided them among all, as anyone had need”    Vs. 44-45

5.  Praise

“Praising God. . .”  Vs. 47
