2. Enduring in the Wilderness

“Being tempted for forty days by the devil. And in those days He ate nothing, and afterward, when they had ended, He was hungry”   vs. 2

3. Being Examined in the Wilderness   vs. 3-12

3.1 To take matters into our own hands   vs. 3

3.2 To take shortcuts   vs. 5-7

3.3 To question the Father’s care

a. To challenge the timeliness of His provision   vs. 3

b. To doubt the goodness of His purposes   vs.  5-7 

c. To test the reliability of His promises   vs. 10-12
