The Wilderness is a Place to Praise

In The Wilderness Series
Psalm 63

“A psalm of David, regarding a time when David was in the wilderness of Judah”   (NLT)

“…In a dry and weary land where there is no water”   Vs. 1
When we are in the wilderness:

1. We Can Find Our Desire for the Lord Intensified

“O God, You are my God; Early will I seek You; My soul thirsts for You; My flesh longs for You” vs. 1

2. We Can Find Ourselves Praising the Lord

“…My lips shall praise You”  vs. 3

“Thus I will bless You while I live; I will lift up my hands in Your name.”  Vs. 4

“Everyone who swears by Him shall glory”   Vs. 11

Glory = to boast,  glory,  make one’s boast

Because…

2.1  His love is better than life

“Because Your lovingkindness is better than life…”   vs. 3

2.2  He satisfies our souls

“My soul is satisfied as with marrow and fatness…”   Vs 5  (NAS)

NIVUS: “My soul will be satisfied as with the richest of foods”

3. We Can Find Ourselves Reflecting More on the Person of the Lord

“When I remember You on my bed, I meditate on You in the night watches.”  Vs. 6


Literally, “Beds”

4. We Can Find Our Joy in the Lord

“And my mouth shall praise You with joyful lips”  vs. 5

“For Thou hast been my help, And in the shadow of Thy wings I sing for joy”  vs. 7  (NAS)


NKJV:  “Because You have been my help”

5. We Can Find Ourselves Clinging to the Lord

“My soul follows close behind You; Your right hand upholds me.”   Vs. 8  

Jewish Pub. Society:  “My soul cleaveth unto Thee: Thy right hand holdeth me fast.”   

Genesis 2:24   “Therefore shall a man… shall cleave unto his wife: and they shall be one flesh”
